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About

The Rhode Island Department of Health Center for Drinking Water Quality uses Drinking Water Viewer (previously Drinking Water Watch) to
provide detailed information about public water systems (PWSs), such as analyte monitoring schedules, water sample results, and violations.
Water system administrators and operators use Drinking Water Viewer to view monitoring schedules for the current year. This guide is intended to
introduce new users to Drinking Water Viewer (DWV).

Drinking Water Viewer can be accessed online at health.ri.gov/waterinfo.

Note: Drinking Water Viewer works best with Google Chrome and Microsoft Edge. If you encounter errors even while using Google Chrome or
Microsoft Edge, it may be time to delete your browser’s temporary storage files.

SEARCH HUB
Drinking Water Viewer provides public access to public water system information from the state’s drinking water database, including sample results, inventory, sampling points, schedules,
violations, enforcement actions, etc. In the Search Hub, search for information on a specific water system or search for information across water systems, like state-wide sample data.

The information on Drinking Water Viewer may not always be the most up-to-date. For example, there may be a delay before information displays due to recently submitted changes, in- -~
process samples, sampling results that triggered required repeat sampling, etc.

The Chemical/Other table shows where the sample must be from (Facility ID), what the analyte is (Analyte/Group Name), how often sampling
occurs (Sample Frequency), and in what time periods the sample must be taken (Collection Period, Current Monitoring Period, Next Monitoring
Period).

Click “See Details...” to open a new tab with additional information about any analyte schedule, such as past monitoring periods indicated by
“Monitoring Completed” in the Current Monitoring Period column.

Coliform
Coliform tables show where the samples must be collected (Facility ID), in what time period (Collection Period), for how long (Schedule Period),
and how often (Sample Frequency).

In this example, the samples must come from the distribution system (Facility ID: DS001); this sampling schedule has no end date (Schedule
Period: “continuous”); sampling is done all year long (Sample Frequency); and 150 routine samples must be taken per month (Sample Count).

Finding a PWS’s Compliance Activities Schedules

Navigate to the Water System page (use the Finding and Selecting a Water System sections above if needed). Click the Menu button in the upper
left corner of the window. Scroll down to Schedules. Select Compliance Schedules.

The Compliance Schedules page displays scheduled activities that must be completed to remain in compliance with drinking water regulations.
Examples of scheduled activities include performing assessments, correcting sanitary deficiencies, and public notification.
